The PAPSSN scholarship includes a 
return air ticket and visa costs, 
participation costs such as tuition fees, 
registration and service fees, 
Insurance, settling-in allowance, 
monthly subsistence allowance and a 
contribution towards the research costs 
associated with student mobility of 10 
months or longer. 
 
The PAPSSN consortium is committed 
to offering 50% of its scholarships to 
women and candidates from 
disadvantaged or marginalized groups. 
 
We are strongly committed to ensure a 
50:50 gender balance: women will be 
entitled to an extra allowance of 900 
euro upon arrival at the host institution. 
 
 
Previous	and	current	recipients	of	intra-
ACP	or	Intra-Africa	scholarships	are	not	
eligible	to	apply	for	this	scholarship.
